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Immigration Guide for

International Students Studying Abroad (Outbound)

Global Services Center (GSC) administers visa and immigration affairs for Int'l students.

Following the immigration law, all international students are under the restriction of Alien Registration
Card (ARC) while studying in Korea. Hence, when applying for study abroad (outbound) program such as
ESP, VSP, or Double Degree, it is mandatory to visit GSC and receive counseling about the termination of
ARC due to the participation in such program.

However, each case below has different information.

1. Re-entry to Korea within 6 months after the change in academic status

If you re-enter Korea within 6 months (before August 31, 2024) after your academic status changes due
to exchange/dispatch(March 1, 2024),

You can re-enter Korea with your original visa without having to issue a new visa.

However, in this case, the student MUST not return the ARC and express your intention to come back to
Korea at the airport when you departed.

You must submit your flight ticket to Korea to GSC at least two weeks before the scheduled re-entry

date and obtain approval for re-entry.

XRe-entry is not possible unless approved by GSC at least two weeks in advance

2. Re-entry to Korea after 6 months from the change in academic status (including

exchange/dispatch for 2 consecutive semesters)



If you re-enter Korea after 6 months after changing your academic status due to exchange/dispatch

(including exchange/dispatch for 2 consecutive semesters),you need to obtain a new visa to enter Korea

since your visa is expired.

B For Student Visa (D-2) Holder

Following the immigration law, when the student with D-2 visa makes a departure for the

participation in study abroad (outbound) program (Ex. ESP, VSP, Double Degree, etc), his/her ARC will be

terminated regardless of its valid period.

3 Arrival in Korea Apply for re-issuing of ARC at Sejongno Immigration office
Student Submit the proof of ARC to GSC within 3 business days after arriving
Submission of in Korea
4 ARC (penalty on your visa if not submitting whithin the due date)
*Proof of ARC Submission
:Appointment receipt or Application for permit of stay or A copy of both sides of ARC
5 Visit GSC Visit GSC office within 3 business days and submit the arrival report

(penalty on your visa if not submitting within the due date)

B Students holding other types of visa, rather than D-2, that allows them to study at KU legally will

be guided as well upon the visit or email to GSC(Dongwon Global Leadership Hall 201).
