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Students shall upload the full version of the thesis/dissertation to

the digital archive in the Korea University Library website.

Those graduating in August 2023 or later must format their
thesis/dissertation according to these guidelines, and those graduating in
February 2023 are to follow the previous guidelines. However, it is
recommended to format a thesis/dissertation according to these

guidelines.

The thesis/dissertation for a degree shall, in principle, be written in
Korean or English; however, it may be written in a foreign language

other than English upon approval by the candidate’s academic advisor.

The thesis/dissertation must include an abstract in both Korean and
English. In addition, a thesis/dissertation written in a foreign language

other than English must include an abstract in that foreign language,

A thesis/dissertation written in a foreign language other than
English must be submitted with a Korean version of the
thesis/dissertation. However, this requirement may not apply in the case
where the thesis/dissertation involves a study of a foreign language
and/or literature, or when meeting such a requirement is not possible

due to the nature of the field of study.
The paper size of the thesis/dissertation shall be BS.

The thesis/dissertation should be typed using Myeongjo or Gothic
or similar fonts in Korean and Times New Roman or Calibri or similar
fonts in English. The font size shall be 10-12 points for the main
body.

The thesis/dissertation shall be written in the following order.

Cover page, title page, signature page, abstract, dedication page
(optional), preface (if necessary), acknowledgments (optional), table
of contents, list of tables (if the main body contains tables), list of
figures (if the main body contains figures), nomenclature (or list of
symbols, optional), main body, references (or bibliography)

appendices (optional), index (optional)
